THE CLUB HISTORY & STRUCTURE 
 

The club was first formed in 1984 as the Mackay Branch Little Athletics Centre and in 1996 

expanded to incorporate Seniors and Veterans with the incorporation of Mackay Athletics 

Club.  In 2003, the two separate incorporated bodies were amalgamated and became the 

Mackay Athletics Club Inc. The club was still then affiliated with both Queensland Little 

Athletics and Athletics North Queensland (ANQ).  At the start of 2007, the club elected to 

affiliate solely with ANQ.  ANQ is the major regional provider of athletics, development and 

competition. ANQ supports all ages from 4 to 99 and includes juniors, open and masters 

athletes.  It is a branch of Queensland Athletics (QA), which is a member of Athletics 

Australia (AA). In Queensland, it allows entry or selection into all QA approved carnivals 

and State Championships. It allows clubs to determine all of their award systems and offers 

regional training, coaching, development squads and  camps,  workshops and skills 

courses for coaches, athletes and officials. There are over 30 athletics clubs in Central and 

North Queensland affiliated with ANQ.

MEMBER REGISTRATIONS 
  
All athletes, Committee members, Officials, Coaches and regular volunteers must be 

registered with the Mackay Athletics Club Inc. which includes membership with Athletics 

North Queensland (ANQ). Athlete membership allows participation in athletic events at our 

club and other ANQ sanctioned events.  Registration forms are available from our website 

or available from the clubhouse. Please advise the club registrar about all existing injuries 

or medical conditions. Registration provides parents and their children with the security of 

being covered by the insurance provided through the Club, it also ensures that the 

registered athletes are entitled to compete at regular club days, regional and state 

carnivals.  Under the direction of the State Bodies, the Registrar is required to sight proof 

of age. Birth certificates are required to be sighted. The information given on the 

registration forms are held by Mackay Athletics Club, Athletics North Queensland and 

Athletics Australia.  To be a member of the Mackay Athletics Club, children must be at 

least 4 years of age turning 5 during the year.  Club age groupings are: 5 and under, 

6,7,8,9,10,11,12,13 and  14+ 

 

Athletes age group for ANQ membership and competition is determined by their age 

as at the 31st of December 2012. It is the same as for School competitions.

TRIAL PERIODS 

The club provides a trial period for new members.  This is available for a two-week 

consecutive period.  After this time the athlete must either complete the registration 

formalities or not participate any further.  Anyone wishing to trial must still complete the 

registration form and pay the Trialist fee.  The Registrar will then hold the form until a 

decision is made one way or the other.  The trial period is only available during club 

competition days and ceases at the end of April.  Full membership is required thereafter.

SHOE POLICY: 

Closed in shoes are compulsory when competing in all events; this reduces the risk of 

injury.  Most age groups may wear Joggers or waffles and can be purchased from most 

Sports Shops. Football shoes cannot be worn.  

Spike shoes may be worn in age groups 10 and above.  10-12 years are only permitted 

to wear spikes in laned events, (i.e. the athlete must not cross over into another lane), 

long jump and high jump.  Years 13 and over may wear spikes in laned and unlaned 

events, jumps and javelin. 

Spike shoes MUST BE CARRIED to all events and be REMOVED BEFORE LEAVING 

the event area.  These are important safety issues as spikes can cause serious injuries. 

The maximum spike size can vary on different surfaces, events and venues.  Always find 

out what the Shoe Policy is for other venues if participating in events. 
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UNIFORMS  
 
The club uniform is a caprice blue, gold and 
black sublimated sun-safe polo shirt with 
black shorts, skins or bike pants and must 
finish above the knee and be unbranded. 
 
The polo-shirt is available in a large range of 
sizes and can only be purchased from the 
Club.  
 
Black bucket hats with the Mackay Athletics 
Club logo on them in sizes S/M or L/XL and 
can also be purchased from the club.  
 
Senior Athletes 
An option for male and female senior athletes 
is a singlet top in the club colours (caprice 
(blue), gold and black singlet top) 
 
Females also have the option of a crop top in 
the club colours. 
 
Both singlet and crop top is not available 
through the club. 
 
It is recommended that Polo Shirts be worn 
over singlet's and crop tops as a sun safe 
measure. 

IMPORTANT 
It is important to note that all ANQ sanctioned events (Championships and Carnivals) 
require the club uniform to be worn.  Disqualification can be the result if this is not 
adhered to.   The only exception is the ANQ Student Games which requires the 
representing Schools Sports Uniform to be worn. 
 
 
Registered Number Bibs. 
Registered Athletes receive a set of ANQ numbered bibs.  These bibs are generally not 
required for our club competitions but should be pinned/sewn to the front and back of 
shirts/tops during any other ANQ event.  The number is your ANQ registration number 
and carries on each continuous year whilst registered as an ANQ member.  
Replacement Bibs can be ordered at a cost of $10.00 a set of which a new number will 
be allocated to the member. 
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Do you have a Team Amart All Sports Card?  
Did you know by linking Mackay Athletics Club 
to your card, our club is credited with 5% off the 
value of your purchase when swiping your card 
at their registers. The Amart All Sports 
Community Kickbacks program helps us 
purchase equipment for the club.

Awards 

AWARDS STRUCTURE 

The Mackay Athletics Club has an awards structure ï which we believe to be fair and 

rewarding to athletes who participate in events and who also improve on their personal 

best (PB) results.     

 

The system works on four main ideas: 

 

1. For every event an athlete competes in on Club Competition Days they receive 1 

point. 

2. A further point is awarded every time an athlete achieves a personal best 

performance (PB)  i.e. improves on their previous best performance in that event in 

this season 

3. Athletes who attend ANQ major events held on a synthetic track will be awarded 

two points for each event they contest (no points will be awarded for a PB at these 

competitions) 

4. Athletes who attend ANQ sanctioned events (other than those held on synthetic 

surfaces) will be awarded 1 point for each event they contest and 1 point if they set 

a new PB in that event. 

 

Please note that school carnivals and non-ANQ events are not included in the points 

scoring system (this includes state and national championships). 

 

Points will be updated and displayed at each Club Competition day and on our website. 

Public display of points will cease 4 weeks before the award presentation day. Award 

winners will be announced on Presentation Day. 

 

MAJOR AWARDS 

Club Champion (Male and Female) 

Awarded to the Male and Female who obtains the highest overall score in the club 

championship (as described above) 

 

Don and Colleen Wilson Sportsman/woman 

Awarded to one Senior athlete, 13 years and over, who is assessed on the following 

criteria: sportsmanship, participation, enthusiasm and assisting at Club and/or Inter-club 

level throughout the competition season and displays these values and attributes. 

 

Age Champions 

Awarded to one Male and one Female athlete in each age group (5 & Under, 

6,7,8,9,10,11,12,13 & 14+) based on the highest club championships point score for that 

age group.
